The monumental Israelite Temple of Trieste was built between 1908 and 1912, and bears th
of architects Ruggero and Arduino Berlam. The Temple was unveiled in 1912 in the presenc
and it replaced the four smaller Synagogues that previously existed.

The style has been described as follows:

"The exterior style was said to be late Roman of a type found
fourth-century Syria, and the architects chose it because it bx
them close as possible to ancient Jewish architecture. Jews i
Holy Land and throughout the Roman Empire had used Rom
forms. Syria was near enough to the Holy Land to incorporal
design elements used by Jews. A synagogue in this style coul
suggest the wide geographic distribution of Jews, both in the
Roman Empire and in modern times. It could suggest the
proximity of Jews to others within the ancient and the modex
Roman (that is, Hapsburg) empires. It could suggest the Jew
