Please be reminded that fronts, rather than full covers, are the norm for this material

covers as well. The markings are legible to superb, and additional cachets, rate marks,
etc. which enhance the value of such material are sometimes present as well. Some
incoming covers are included for the period, which is rich in pre-independence items
incl. some with the famous patriotic “VIVA F. VII” as part of the handstamps.
